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FROM THE CHAIRMAN OF THE BOARD

	 There was just nothing normal about our year 2019-2020. The 
COVID-19 pandemic-related challenges we faced were unprecedented, 
but our irrepressible volunteers and dedicated staff met them head on 
and we ended the fiscal year in a very positive fashion.
	 The results were we stayed healthy, adopted new safety protocols 
that enabled us to offer most of our outstanding educational programs 
and exhibitions, albeit many of them virtually, and balanced the budget 
which continued our long unbroken string of balanced budgets and 
fiscal stability.
	 In the midst of adjusting to all of the ramifications and rules 
related to the pandemic, the Museum had a number of serendipitous 
opportunities to sell and acquire several important parcels of real estate.
	 For many years, the Museum has been working toward acquiring  
the properties that comprise a two-acre block immediately south of  
our current buildings. Because of the amazing generosity of a single 
donor, we purchased two more of the pieces, including the Craig Motor 
Crafts business.
	 Those purchases, coupled with a land swap with the Town of 
Wickenburg for their municipal parking lot located on the two-acre 
block, resulted in the Museum at last owning all of the block. But this is 
just phase one.
	 The next phases will entail strategically planning for the site, 
including our current campus of three buildings, hiring a museum 
designer and architect, conducting a major capital campaign, and 
building on the property. All of this will take several years to accomplish. 
Stay tuned.
	 For more than 37 years, the Museum owned a small storage 
building on the northern edge of town. The Arizona Department of 
Transportation decided they needed the land the building sits on to 
expand State Highway 93. They offered us a fair value for it, so we 
accepted the offer and put the money away for a rainy day. This windfall 
couldn’t have happened at a better time.
	 Finally on the real estate front, we’ve entered into a partnership with 
the new owner of the Saguaro Theatre to use it for Museum events and 
programs. We look forward to this as there is nothing more Western in 
Wickenburg than the Saguaro.
	 The Museum had a remarkable year in spite of the pandemic, but 
let’s hope the next year brings a vaccine and a healthy dose of normalcy.

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FROM THE EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR

	 The character of the American West is composed of many great 
attributes and one of the most important of these is resiliency. In this 
COVID-19-dominated year our resiliency was put to the test as we had 
to close for two months and reopen as a very differently functioning 
Museum, implementing new safety protocols and reinventing many of 
the ways we reach our patrons.
	 The fiscal year got off to a strong start fueled by some wonderful 
gifts from donors and a couple of unexpected grants. January’s heART of 
the West Gala, chaired by the indefatigable Betty Watt, sold out weeks 
in advance and netted more than $125,000. Our exhibition featuring the 
work of Ed Mell, one of Arizona’s greatest living artists, was one of the 
best shows of an individual artist’s work we have ever hosted.
	 We commissioned an economic impact study, funded by John 
and Lynne Boyer, and it showed that the Museum contributes more 
than $3.5 million each year back to the local economy. This is a clear 
indicator of our economic value and makes us a great investment for 
funders. But by February we started to hear about this dreaded sickness 
called the coronavirus and by March we did the unthinkable and closed 
the Museum through mid-May. This meant we had to cancel all of the 
opening weekend activities for Cowgirl Up! and  all other in-person 
events and programs.
	 While staff mostly worked from home, we used the time to 
reconfigure as many of our offerings as we could into online events. By 
June we were Zooming like old pros. We created a digital tour of Cowgirl 
Up!, held multiple Zoom parties, and hosted Arizona State University 
history professor and our Museum adjunct curator of history Dr. Eduardo 
Pagán and others in various virtual formats.
	 By fall visitors started to return, memberships picked up and traffic 
in the Museum stores recovered. Cowgirl Up! was extended through 
November and it should exceed $400,000 in sales compared to $559,000 
the year before. This is not bad given we typically get 60% of our sales 
during opening weekend.
	 As a result of good Cowgirl Up! sales, federal stimulus funds, a 
major Wellik Foundation grant and many other gifts both large and small 
we had a good financial year. Crisis brings opportunity and many of the 
changes we made will likely be continued in the future.
	 A highlight from the year is that we created the Legacy Circle, which 
is comprised of donors who have made an estate gift to the Museum. This 
will prove to be an excellent long-term source of funds for us.
	 Finally, with race relations taking center stage nationally, we began 
to take stock of the diversity and inclusiveness of our collections and 
programs. Next year when we write a new, multi-year strategic plan, 
these issues will be at the forefront.   
	 Because of COVID-19 this was a singular year for us and applying 
that resilient cowboy spirit we didn’t just survive, we thrived. Everyone 
connected to the Museum is excited and hopeful for the coming year.

January 1973: Las Señoras de Socorro auxiliary chartered as a non-profit 
with the intent to raise money for the rebuilding effort and to provide 
general operating funds and volunteer services

gift shop

April 1987: 6,000 square feet added, including a new Native American

Way created to honor Museum Volunteers, featuring a nine-foot bronze 
sculpture, Thanks for the Rain, by artist Joe Beeler

1996: full accreditation attained from the American Association of 
Museums; subsequent accreditation in March 2008

Fall 2004: 160-acre Boyd Ranch acquired, with funding from Jane and  
Alex Boyd

March 2008: Charles T. Klein Pavilion opens, with major funding from the 
Frueauff Foundation and The Wellik Foundation

December 2011: Cultural Crossroads Learning Center opens, with major 
funding from Lynne and John Boyer and Harriet and Edson Spencer

November 2013: “Wickenburg’s West” exhibition opens in Quayle  
Family Gallery, with funding from the “Live It, Love It, Make It Last”  
capital campaign

January 2013: acquisition of the Shride-owned portion of the adjacent 
property block completed for future expansion
